If you downloaded the “beast” program from the link on the page with this one, you see that to use the program you enter a single word or short phrase and then see if it equals 666. This is a lot of tedious guesswork and will get you nowhere in a long time.

I mentioned in the doc files how it might be cool to be able to scan entire files looking for 666 words. I worked on that for a while but couldn’t get it to work in my (then) primary coding language – BASIC, VisualBASIC.

However, since learning PYTHON, which is a much more powerful language, success! I was able to write a script which can load any text file and scan for words equal to 666, or any other number for that matter.

The program runs from the Linux command line and is for my use – not really user friendly at this time so I am not posting it – only the results, included in this zipfile.

Most Linux distributions come with a text dictionary file which is touted to be a near complete English language. It is 5 Meg and contains 479828 words. After scanning it with my program, I got 3887 words which correspond to 666, and this is probably the near complete list for single words in English. It is the file named   LINWDS.TXT  included here.

I then thought about scanning Bibles. Text Bibles are freely available online if you Google for them. Obviously, the words found in a Bible would be a subset of those found in the Linux dictionary, but I thought it would be interesting to see exactly which 666 words would be in the Scripture.

I scanned 3 different Bible texts, including the King James 1611 version. All three results were nearly the same, differing by only a few words. So I combined the files, sorted alphabetically and eliminated duplicate words [you can do stuff like that directly from the Linux command line – don’t need a separate program or anything]. And this is the included file named  BIBLES.TXT. Interestingly, as large as the Bible is, there are not many 666 words at all, only 63!

You can look the files over – some intriguing results! Also many WTF results, and a few even funny ones – like “housewife” ! [perhaps some married men might understand … <g>].
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
